Total Funding

The funds from these projects will focus on three primary elements: education, BMP (Best Management Practice)
implementation, and monitoring. The BMP implementation cost share funds have expanded to include stormwater
management projects which include rain gardens, rain barrels and other backyard conservation projects in addition to
the list of ag-waste and sediment reduction practices.

In addition to these grant projects, the SRWD assisted the Douglas County Soil and Water Conservation District
(SWCD) and the Stearns, Todd and Pope County SWCDs to complete the Mississippi River Basin Initiative grant ap-
plication for the Sauk River for several 12-digit hydrologic unit codes (HUCs), also call 12 digit sub-basins. The Dou-
glas County SWCD received 8 million dollars for the Crooked and Handford Lake Basin Restoration project and the
three-county effort was awarded 4 million dollars for the 12 digits HUCs located from the Osakis Lake outlet to the
Cold Spring Dam on the Sauk River Chain of Lakes.

The new buzz word at the state level is “project outcomes”, which means quantifiable results. Each state agency
